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Forsaking God for Tradition  

Then some Pharisees and teachers 

of the law came to Jesus from  

Jerusalem and asked, 2 òWhy do 

your disciples break the tradition 

of the elders? They donõt wash 

their hands before they eat!ó 

3 Jesus replied, òAnd why do you 

break the command of God for 

the sake of your tradition? 4 For 

God said, ôHonour your father and 

motherõ and ôAnyone who curses 

their father or mother is to be put 

to death.õ 5 But you say that if any-

one declares that what might have 

been used to help their    father or 

mother is ôdevoted to God,õ 6 they 

are not to ôhonour their father or 

motherõ with it. Thus you nullify 

the word of God for the sake of 

your tradition.  7 You hypocrites! 

Isaiah was right when he prophe-

sied about you: 

8 òôThese people honour me with 

their lips, but their hearts are far 

from me. 
9 They worship me in vain; their 

teachings are merely human rules.õó 

10 Jesus called the crowd to him 

and said, òListen and under-

stand. 11 What goes into 

someoneõs mouth does not defile 

them, but what comes out of their 

mouth, that is what defiles them.ó 

READING 

(Matthew 15:1-11) 
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As the incense would rise to 

God when His people prayed 

as a ôsweet smelling sacrificeõ, 

so God loves to hear us when 

we call out to Him.  

As we lift up our hands we are, 

in the words of the hymn, say-

ing ònothing in my hands I 

bring, simply to your cross I 

cling.ó 

¶ A Prayer for protection  

        verses 3 -4 

Before David prays about the 

evildoers, He prays that he 

wonõt become part of their 

group. He prays for protection 

on his mouth, his lips and his 

heart. The essence of his pray-

er is, ôLord, please keep me 

from the evil one.õ 

He knows the dangers of get-

ting caught up with them ôin 

their delicaciesõ. 

Isnõt this what Jesus knew 

about us when He taught us 

to pray, òdo not lead us into 

temptation?ó 

¶ A Prayer of humility  

        verse 5a  

Spurgeon sums this up beau-

tifully when he comments, 

ôòDepend upon it, the man who 

will tell you your faults is your 

best friend. It may not be a 

pleasant thing for him to do it 

and he knows that he is run-

ning the risk of losing your 

friendship; but he is a true and 

sincere friend, therefore thank 

him for his reproof and learn 

how you may improve by what 

he tells you.ó  

God give us friends like that.  

¶ A Prayer for safety  
        verses 5b -7 

The Contemporary English 
version helps me with these 
difficult verses ð ôMy prayers 
condemn the deeds of those 
who do wrong, so donõt let me 
be friends with any of 
them.   Everyone will admit that 
I was right when their rulers 
are thrown down a rocky cliff 
and their bones lie scattered 
like broken rocks on top of a 
grave.õ  

¶ A Prayer of confidence  
        verses 8 -10  

Here is one of those classic 

biblical ôbutéõ. In spite of all 

that has gone before, I know I 

can trust in the Lord.  

I look to the Lord.  

I take refuge in the Lord.  

I know I am safe in the Lord.  

Thank you, Lord.  
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By ROGER PURDOM 

his Psalm is where 

the ôrubber hits the 

roadõ.   

It opens with Davidõs urgent 

prayer and continues with his 

longing for a godly life which 

may involve a friend being very 

honest with him.  

He then thinks about those 

who are evildoers before con-

firming his faith in the LORD 

which leads him to a safe 

place. It is not always easy to 

understand some of the 

phrases he uses.  

There is speculation as to 

when David wrote it ð some 

say when he was fleeing from 

King Saul, while others      

suggest it was when Absalom 

wanted the throne and David 

ran away. It doesnõt matter 

when ð it does matter about 

the lessons in this Psalm for 

us as children of God.  

¶ A Prayer of urgency                      

        verses 1 -2 

Here is David, pleading with 

the LORD ð òcome quicklyó. He 

calls out to the LORD òhear 

me when I call to you.ó 

When a child calls out to a 

parent, the parent not only 

hears the call but hears the 

voice behind the call. This is 

how it is with the LORD ð He 

hears our call and He hears 

the voice behind that call.

The letter appears to be dated 7.7.16 and we've discovered that he died less than one 

month later on 4.8.16. His words to his mother, 'don't worry for it won't be for long' have a 

haunting quality. His family were living in Herstmonceux so we've no idea (yet) how it 

came to be folded and lost beneath the old stage. We're liaising with Littlehampton      

Museum for preserving this piece of Sussex history and locating his family. 

 

 

 

"Dear Mother 

Just a few lines hoping it will find you 

all quite well as it finds me at present, 

you can tell harry I shall be out the 

front   before he is now for I'm on the 

next draft along with Frank burchett 

é . . . we are only going out to the 

base, as we have got to go out to make 

room for the fresh recruits as there is 

about two thousand coming in when we 

go. We have got all our cap badges 

blacked and got all our over sea tackel 

(sic) so we are already to start . We 

were inspected  yesterday just over a 

hundred of us with full packs on I could 

not get a transfer I donõt know when 

we shall go whether we shall go this 

week or the beginning of next but don't 

worry for it wont be for long for I don't 

think it will last much longer. I got the 

pad alright and thank you very much 

for it I think that is all I have to say 

this time I remain your loving Son  

Ted xxx" 
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A psalm of David  

1 I call to you,  LORD, come quickly to me; 

hear me when I call to you.  
2 May my prayer be set before you like incense; 

may the lifting up of my hands be like the evening sacrifice.  

3 Set a guard over my mouth, LORD; 

keep watch over the door of my lips.  
4 Do not let my heart  be drawn to what is evil  

so that I take part in wicked deeds 

along with those who are evildoers;  

do not let me eat their delicacies. 

5 Let a righteous man strike meñthat is a kindness; 

let him rebuke meñthat is oil on my head. 

My head will not refuse it,

9 Keep me safe from the traps set by evildoers, 

from the snares they have laid for me. 
10 Let the wicked fall  into their own nets,
